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With a widely varying annual rainfall across its length and breadth, recurring droughts, perpetual problems of salinity ingress and high fluoride content in drinking water Gujarat state urgently needs management
1969 the Government of India constituted the Narmada Water Disputes Tribunal (NWDT), which, gave its report after 10 years on 12th December 1979. This became final and binding on all the parties to the dispute, as provided under Section 6 of the Inter-State Water Dispute Act.
The Central Government also constituted the Narmada Control Authority (NCA), Review Committee for NCA and Sardar Sarovar Construction Advisory Committee to give effect to the decision of the Tribunal in 1980. Separate Sub Groups have been constituted to look after Environment and Resettlement and Rehabilitation issues under the Chairmanship
of Secretary, Govt. of India, Ministry of Environment &

Forests and Secretary, Govt. of India, Ministry of Social Justice  & Empowerment. The highlights of the award and the provisions of the tribunal in regard to the dam and its shared benefits are given in Appendix 1.
The Sardar Sarovar Project
The total land coming under submergence due to the project in the 3 states is 37533 ha. In Madhya Pradesh, only the government land will be affected in 9 villages and in 20 villages only houses will be affected (due to back water effect) and in 82 villages the submergence of agricultural land is less than 10%. Thus,

111 villages in MP are marginally affected. In 32 villages, extent of submergence is 11% to
25%, in 30 villages 26% to 50%, in 14 villages 51% to 75%. in 4 villages 76% to 90% and in 1 village 100%. In Maharashtra, out of 33 villages affected, the submergence in 12 villages is less than 25 ha, and in 6 less than 50 ha. One village is deserted. Thus, 19 villages out of 33 are marginally affected.

A total of 244 villages are to be affected by the construction of the dam, however only 4 villages will face 100% submergence of agricultural land (these villages are Gadher, Vadgani and Mokhadi of Gujarat and Rohana of Madhya Pradesh). The rest are partially affected and in many villages where the extent of submergence of agricultural land is less, only the houses are required to be shifted to a new residential site, which are being developed with essential civic amenities. In Madhya Pradesh as many as 18000 affected families will lose only their houses and not their agricultural lands.
The project will be mainly affecting the tribal areas of the three states of Gujarat. Madhya Pradesh and Maharashtra. Of the total affected families the details of the
scheduled tribes affected show that they form a major portion of the oustees and hence also the direct beneficiaries of the R & R. The details are as follows:

Inception of SSPA
SSPA was constituted in the year 1992 for effective Resettlement and Rehabilitation of Sardar Sarover Project Affected Families (PAFs) Prior to it, there was a department within SSNNL to look after the R&R process. SSPA was constituted with a mandate to improve the living standards, income-generating capacity and production levels of the PAFs after R&R. Since the inception. SSPA is planning and implementing R&R as a development programme with the help of various cells ViZ. Land Cell, Education Cell, Health Cell, Agriculture Cell and Rehabilitation Cell.
R&R Policy
The R&R provisions under the NWDT award arc more advanced than any other previous scheme. NWDT award provided a minimum of 2 ha. (5 acres) of agricultural land to all families losing more than 25% of their land holding.
A total of 40.963 families are to be affected by the project at FRL level. The Award allows for choice of state to these affected families (also called PAFs) for resettlement. Out of 40,963 PAFs, 19,851 PAFs are expected to choose Gujarat as their resettlement state.
The project will lead to the resettlement and rehabilitation of some 19,851 PAFs in Gujarat. This target population for the R&R largely belongs to the state of Madhya Pradesh. Out of these PAFs, a major proportion in all the three states belongs to the scheduled castes and tribes.
In 1987-88, Government of Gujarat evolved a very liberal and humanitarian R&R
policy for these affected families willing to resettle in Gujarat. Government of Gujarat also provided that all the benefits available to affected families of Gujarat would automatically be available to the affected families of Madhya Pradesh and Maharashtra, who resettle in Gujarat. The Gujarat R&R policy provides for a minimum of 2 ha. (5 acres) land to even those categories not covered in the NWDT award namely:
· agricultural landless labourers
· encroachers
· major sons of the above categories
·

In addition to the R&R benefits, the benefits of the existing Government Welfare Programmes such as Integrated Rural Development Programme (IRDP), District Rural Development Programmes (I)RDA). and Tribal Sub Plan (TSP) have been provided to the affected families. The benefits received from TASP ha\e exceeded 20 lakhs over the years, the majority of beneficiaries therefore are the SC/SI PAFs (numbering over 7000  individuals).
The liberalized Gujaiat R&R policy for the Narmada Project has many additional features, providing a basis for the resettlement and rehabilitation of project affected families on a much more progressive and integrated basis than any other previous scheme.
The issue of benefits to scheduled castes and tribes
The State Government has recognized PAPs/PAFs from MP/MH as beneficiaries for providing benefits of various welfare schemes as available to the SC/ST population of
Gujarat. At the behest of the GRA, the State Government has requested the Union Government to include such PAPs/PAFs in the list of SC/STs recognized in Gujarat so that constitutional and statutory opportunities and benefits in the matter of employment are available to them.
The issue of extending benefits available to Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribes PAFs of Madhya Pradesh & Maharashtra, resettling in Gujarat on account of displacement due to Sardar Sarovar, was raised by GOMP in the 8Ih R&R Sub Group Meeting held on 27-7-89. This issue was further discussed in the 10lh R&R Sub Group Meeting held on 7-5-90 and also in the 1llh meeting held on 21-1-91. Ministry of Welfare, GOI stated that it was examining this issue. In the 15th meeting of R&R Sub Group held on 2-5-91. GOG informed that it has passed orders extending non-statutory benefits to PAFs of Schedule Caste Scheduled Tribe of MP resettling in Gujarat. Ministry of Welfare. GOI, solicited information about such castes/tribes and their numbers from MP & Maharashtra.
In the 30th ' meeting of R&R Sub Group held on 8-8-95 the Ministry of Welfare. GOI informed the Sub-Group that the issue was being looked into.

The project and the proceedings of the Supreme Court
The Sardar Saiovar Project has frequently faced opposition from anti-dam lobbies. In answer to 2 writ petitions filed by such activists. (Writ Petition 1201 of 1990-Shn B.D. Sharma Vs Union & Others: Writ Petition (Civil) No. 319 of 1994 - Narmada Bachao Andolan vs Union & Others) the Supreme Court ruled that:
· A   Rehabilitation   Committee  be   set   up   to   visit  the   resettlement  sites   and
submergence area and supervise the resettlement process
· 10 directions (the famous majority judgment attached in Appendix^.)
During the proceedings before the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India, Govt. of Gujarat constituted a high level autonomous Grievances Redressal Authority (by Govt. Resolution dated 16.2.1999). The Authority provides a forum in which the affected persons resettled in Gujarat from the affected areas in the different States could get redressal of their grievances till the entire resettlement process is completed. The decisions and directions of GRA in all matters relating to grievances / complaints of PAPs / PAFs are final and binding on the State of Gujarat. GRA has taken an innovative step by installing a permanent In- House (irievanci's Redresstil Mechanism in Sardar Sarovar Punarvosvat Agency (SSPA) with the objective of building up a sensitized infrastructure within SSPA, which solely and exclusively deals with grievance redressal after following due procedure, under the direct control, supervision and guidance of GRA. This extended limb of GRA is called Grievances Redressal Cell (GRC) and is headed by a Joint Commissioner belonging to the IAS Cadre who is also designated as its Director.
GRA holds regular meetings with the Joint Commissioner (GRC), where a review of the work done is undertaken and the methodology for redressal of grievances referred to or

· Grievance redressal through Redressal Review Meetings.
Ahout 95% of the total grievances that have been presented to the GRC have been suitably redressed. These grievances range from civic amenities related grievances to grievances regarding declaration of PAF status.
Resettlement and Rehabilitation activities
Various Cells have been created within the SSPA to ensure timely and effective R&R of the Project Affected Families in Gujarat. Some of such cells created are listed below
Land Cell

To ensure that the agricultural lands allotted to PAFs are of good quality, either black

medium black or sandy loam and are suitable for agricultural purposes, SSPA has set up a Land  Cell  under which  a Land  Bank  is established.  The  Land  Cell under the  Joint
Commissioner   (Planning),   SSPA   processes   the   offers   of cultivable agricultural lands received from farmers.
The assistance of the District Collectors of 7 districts is taken for preparing the land purchase proposals and negotiating the purchase price. In the concerned districts, District Land Purchase Committees have been set up to scrutinize the proposals. The District Collectors physically

inspect the land in 10% cases and verify the records in 30% cases. To ensure that only cultivable land is purchased, soil samples are taken from each plot of land to be purchased are checked by Gujarat Agricultural University. Cross checking of the quality of the land is done by the Dy. Director, Agriculture SSPA and his team of agriculture officers, working in the Agricultural Cell, SSPA. After due verification of soil quality by various agencies, proposal of land purchase is sent to Expert Committee headed by retired Judge of High Court. 100 % payment is made only after land is fully acquired and SSPA's name is entered in the revenue records. The PAFs have been resettled in 236 resettlement sites in 7 districts.
Provision of civic amenities

In keeping with the Award and the liberalized R&R policy of the Gujarat government, various civic amenities are provided at the resettlement sites. These amenities include primary schools, approach roads and dispensaries among others. This has helped ensure a smooth transit of PAFs from their submergence villages and also helped raise their socio-economic conditions.
Agricultural cell
The Gujarat government is keen to ensure that not only are the PAFs allotted fertile and productive land as per their entitlement, but that they gain the full potential benefit of latest scientific inputs provided by agriculture cell. On the directions of the GRA an Agricultural Cell has been set up in SSPA, winch is headed by a Deputy 
Director of Agriculture. The main functions of the Cell are :-
(1) To assist the Grievances Redressal Machinery in resolving problems relating to
agricultural lands
(2) To enhance agricultural productivity by adoption of suitable farm management
practices
(3) To provide extension education to PAFs in  matters of technology transfer,
agricultural   operations,   cropping   patterns,   use   of   improved   seed,   fertilizers,
insecticides and agricultural implements
(4) To organize production and investments credits, to create and identify marketing
channels or outlets and encourage cooperative spirit and endeavor amongst the PAFs.
The cell is supervising and monitoring various programmes undertaken by SSPA in
the field of agriculture and allied pursuits. The cell helps in providing good quality subsidized inputs for agriculture ranging as widely as provision of seeds to draught animals. In addition to these, extensive plans are being made to provide sources of irrigation to irrigate the lands of resettled PAFs in non-command areas. Work on drilling, construction and electrification of tube wells is in different stages of progress. It is proposed to develop irrigation co-operative societies of PAPs and to hand over these energized tube wells to these co-operative societies of farmers.
The Agricultural Cell of SSPA has also undertaken afforestation works in the
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rehabilitation sites by planting saplings with the co-operation of the Forest Department, NGOs and the PAPs / PAFs themselves. The plantation is done along the boundary of the fields, roadsides, common plots, school premises etc

Medical Cell
For the physical well being of the PAFs, a Medical Cell, headed by a Deputy Director [Medical] has been set up in SSPA since 1.5.99. This cell has a nucleus of medical experts consisting of a Physician, a Pediatrician, a Gynecologist, an Emergency M.O., a Statistical Assistant and a Pharmacist. The functions of the cell are:
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· To    provide    preventive   and   curative
medical  services to PAPs    as per the
need.
· To   act   as   s   supervisory   mechanism
controlling  the   medical   amenities   and
reviewing   the   discharge   of  functions,
duties and responsibilities of medical and
paramedical personnel.
· To provide guidance to medical and paramedical personnel with regard to health and
hygiene aspects of R&R.
· To coordinate with Regional Deputy Director [Health], Chief District Health Officer,
Chief District Medical Officer, Civil Surgeon and Superintendent / Dean of Medical
Colleges regarding general health and medical facilities provided in the area within
their jurisdiction.
· To organize special diagnostic camps and coordination with the district level officers
for executing National Programmes.

The medical infrastructure consists of 3 medical experts, 21 Medical Officers (MBBS), 20 Multi Purpose Workers (male) and 77 Female Health Workers. Each Medical Officer has been provided an ambulance / vehicle to visit the dispensaries regularly at the R & R sites on biweekly intervals. Also specialized services are provided along with latest diagnostic & investigation facilities at the doorsteps of PAPs through a well-equipped Mobile Hospital Van with updated medical facilities and life saving equipments.
Multi-specialization Diagnostic and Treatment camps are organized by the Medical Cell at regular intervals in the R&R sites. As per the directive of GRA, comprehensive

health surveys are conducted by health & medical authorities and on the basis of these; Family Health cards are prepared for surveyed families.
For the provision of safe drinking water, regular testing of water to detect contamination has also been made mandatory and is being conducted regularly under the direct supervision of SSPA. However, wherever the underground water resources are found unsuitable for drawing water for drinking purposes, potable water through tankers are provided as per the need.
For prevention of vaccine preventable diseases, regular immunization is given to eligible children and mothers. Antenatal care and delivery care is provided at doorstep to expectant mothers.
In order to provide nutritional and health benefits to infants, children and expectant and lacking mothers, nutritional supplements are provided to them. Anganwadi centres are identified under the ICDS Scheme for providing nutritional supplement to this group. A special nutrition known as Hyderabad Mix is provided to severely malnourished children and antenatal mothers. School Health Check Programmes have also been organized since July ‘99 along with implementation of the pulse polio programme.
Rehabilitation Cell
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Productive Asset Subsidy 

With a view to raise the living standard of the resettled families by providing them agricultural assets, facility for animal husbandry etc, after resettlement it was decided to extend productive asset subsidy to the resettled families to the tune of Rs. 5000/- vide Government resolution No. misc - 1086 (3) dt. 21-2-1986, Subsequently, The effect was given from dt. 18/8/88 Vide decision on agenda
point No. 6 of the Executive Committee meeting dt. 30/5/96 it was decided to extend 100 % subsidy for productive economic asset subject to the limit of Rs. 7000/-. The revised limit of Rs. 7000/- was given effect from dt. 1/6/1996.
Apart from above mentioned subsidy an expense of Rs. 10007- towards fodder and transportation of cattle and PAFs is borne by SSPA. Cattle insurance with premium of 1 Year for cattle to the tune of 2.25% of the price of cattle is also borne by SSPA. 90% beneficiary for the scheme are SC / ST.
PAFs Group Insurance Policy
To insure the PAFs against accidental death, fire, cyclone and natural calamities,
PAFs are provided group insurance policy. This decision is taken vide letter of SSNNL No. SSNNL/Insu/89/292. dt. 13/9/1989 after approval from the Board of Directors meeting dt. 18/8/1989. The premium rates are decided as under. The claims to the tune of Rs. 8,30,099/-have been paid to PAFs till date.

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Education CellThe salient features are as follows. 
Total 7805 children of PAFs are pursuing
education in different schools during the
year 2005-2006. Out of these 4176 are
boys and 3629 are girls.
· Since the commencement of education cell
in SSPA, 17,330 [ST - 14557, SC - 477]
students have benefited till date which includes 9415 boys and 7915 girls.
· 517 teachers are working in 205 schools.

· 201 Schools have been provided with Mid day meal facility.
· Total 692 Schools rooms have been provided.
· Children park have been provided near all the schools.
· All the schools have been equipped with necessary educational infrastructure / kits.
· 150 adult education classes have been organized by NGO in which 4413 [ST - 3707,
SC – 132] PAFs have benefited.
· 1921 illiterate PAFs in the age group 15-35 were educated under 'Sakshar Deep'
programme.
Other initiatives
Along with the above activities, other initiatives are taken up to ensure speedy rehabilitation of the project-affected people. These are:
On the directions of GRA, the Govt. of Gujarat has made provision for a plot of land measuring 200 sq. mts, free of charge for the construction of a place for worship for the PAPs PAFs in each R&R site.
At the instance of GRA the PAFs arc now being issued 'Sanads' for the lands allotted to them. 'This will ensure provision of a proper legal document in respect of lands allotted by SSPA to PAFs. In order to educate the allottees about their legal rights. GRA has directed that a descriptive note about the legal provisions relating to land

of the sites and in the R&R process Vasahat Sarnitis (Site Committees) have been constituted in 168 out of the 236
R&R sites. These consist of 5 PAPs one of whom is a female. The Extension Officer is the convener and a representative of the NGO
working at the site is an invitee member. The Vasahat Samiti is
vested with the responsibility to sort out minor problems as and
when they arise and also to monitor closely the development efforts undertaken at various  sites. The Samiti thus secures informed participation of the PAFs in the implementation of

|

the R &R measures and in the expeditious redressal of their site-specific grievances. These samitis are also provided with a fund of Rs. 3000 annually for minor repair and cleaning works at the sites.
The Vasahat Samiti in each site selects one of its members as the Punarvasvat Sathi. He functions as a co-coordinating agency between the PAPs / PAFs at the site and the SSPA/Government/ Panchayat machinery thereby ensuring informed participation of PAPs PAFs in the development works undertaken at their R&R sites. He also assists in expeditious grievance redressal. Financial resources to a specified extent are available for tackling minor problems at the site and these are to be utilized in consultation with the Extension Officer, Section Officer and Vasahat Samitis.
To ensure participation in Panchayat affairs and to secure better integration of PAPs / PAFs with the host community, at the instance of GRA, the GOG issued an order under Section 98 of the Gujarat Panchayat Act. 1993, providing that there shall be one to two invitees from amongst the PAFs, depending upon the number of PAFs at the sites, in the village panchayat within whose territorial jurisdiction the R &R sites are situated. 188 PAPs have been inducted as invitees in these village panchayats in addition to the elected representatives from amongst them.
The Final Award of the NWDT mandates that there should be one Panchayat building for every 500 families. This amenity could not be provided independently in any of the sites so far. since the numbers of PAFs resettled in these sites do not constitute the prescribed unit for the establishment of a Panchayat in each site. Pursuant to the suggestion made by GRA, GOG has sanctioned the construction of Panchayat Buildings and Residence of Talati cum Mantri (Secretary to the Village Panchayat). on a priority basis, for village panchayats within whose territorial limits some of the R&R sites are situated.
A number of Non-Government Organizations had been till recently involved by SSPA to actively participate in the day-to-day implementation of R & R programmes at various sites. Apart from adopting a cluster of R & R sites, they had taken up a number of activities such as:
(a) Training for non-farm income generating activities
(b) Training for self-employment
(c) Provision of nutritional supplements and
(d) Organization of health camps. Besides, they were also assisting SSPA in construction
of civic amenities at the R&R site.
Vocational training is provided to PAPs / PAFs for improving their income levels and also their socio-economic status. Preference in this regard is given to those PAPs who are not entitled to he themselves declared as PAFs in their own right. 1 185 such persons have been given vocational training. Too! kits have been supplied to these beneficiaries either free or at 50% of the cost. Training is provided in trades such as carpentry, sewing, motor driving and electric wiring.
In addition to the above measures, in the realm of self-employment, GOG has directed SSPA to actively involve the Tribal Area Sub Plan (TASP), District Rural Development Agency (DRDA) and District Industries Centre (DIC) in providing assets to the PAPs / PAFs so that additional income can be generated for them. Besides, the Commercial and Co-operative Hanks are being persuaded to finance PAPs / PAFs on priority basis. Many of these agencies have agreed to earmark some ol their beneficiary oriented funds for the PAPs / PAFs. These schemes are given more importance where tribals are concerned. Till the year 2000, benefits of nearly Rs. 18 lakhs had been provided to the PAFs resettled in Gujarat. Also Rs. 62 lakhs had been spent through DRDA and Rs. 26 lakhs through NIREDS. Since the major portion of the PAFs resettled in Gujarat from Madhya Pradesh and Maharashtra belong to the scheduled castes and tribes, these benefits have also mainly accrued to them.
New interventions
In view of the  forth stage of the project i.e. rehabilitation, work will be carried out in a planned manner. This involves a multi-pronged approach involving development initiatives at various levels across the MP, Maharashtra and Gujarat vasahats. The interventions have been suggested alter detailed study of literature available, ground reality and success in already existing similar initiatives. These interventions are aimed at making the community self-sufficient and self-reliant.
•
Agriculture intervention: Currently SSPA has an agriculture wing that looks into all
agri-related   matters   of resettlement.   It   has   a   number   of extension   as   well   as
agricultural   officers   who   look   alter   the  training   and   information   needs  of the
vasahatis. Under this intervention a person from each selected site will be identified,
who would be trained as 'barefoot scientist' and would help in disseminating the
improved agricultural practices among the fellow farmers. He will be instrumental in
forming farmers" clubs m the Vasahats.
*
Credit intervention^ Currently many of the PAFs do not avail a regular source of
agricultural  credit  due to lack  of information and sporadic instances of default on

payment of loans. The idea under this intervention is to enter into dialogue with the hanks at various levels to ensure timely disbursal of requisite amount of crop loans to PAPs.
· Co-operative intervention: The cooperative officer and extension workers at SSPA
have helped in the formation of 1 multi purpose cooperatives working in vasahat
Tandalja and 11 others are in the process of formation. Through this 1 multi-purpose
co-operative already in existence and 11 cooperatives that are in the various stages of
formation,  interventions in the three stages of the pre-production, production and
marketing of crops.

· Dairy   intervention:   Many   PAFs   were   involved   in   animal   husbandry   in   their
submergence villages. This activity was mainly for domestic purposes and not taken
up commercially. However, under the proposed intervention loans will be arranged
for milch cattle for the PAPs with the requisite training and tie-up with the district
dairy
· SHG intervention: Formation of women Self Help Groups in the vasahats to cater to
the requirements of micro-credit and savings.
· Micro-enterprise intervention: Sons of PAPs who have not been declared as major
sons to be assisted in acquiring training and setting up of viable micro-enterprise.
This   will   help   take   care   of the   second-generation   issue   of resettlement   and
rehabilitation.

· Farmer’s Club: Around 100 farmers’s clubs have been formed. NABARD contributes
Rs.3000/- every year for a period of 3 years and the sponsoring Bank also pays
Rs.3000/-   for   two   years.   This   fund   is   used   for   conducting   educational   tour
programmes for fanners, useful leading material and for arranging talks for educating
them regarding agriculture and tanning.
Initiatives at SSPA
GRA   felt  that   it  was  essential   to   review   the
structural   and   Functional   aspects   of  SSPA,  with
particular reference to the setting up of the three separate divisions that is Planning, Resettlement and Rehabilitation. Therefore the services of a management consultancy agency, the Tata Consultancy Services were engaged.
To strengthen the operational efficacy of SSPA in the implementation of R&R measures, a strategic policy decision was taken by GRA to create separate
divisions in SSPA, namely Planning, Resettlement and Rehabilitation. Each division is headed by a senior level officer of the rank of Additional/Joint Commissioner, with full powers to deal with matters arising in his division.

From time to time training programmes for the officers as well as field staff are organized to allow for reorientation perspective insight into the various dimensions related to R & R.
The Government of Gujarat has engaged independent Social Science Agencies for conducting socio-economic surveys in the affected and resettled villages and for the overall Monitoring and Evaluation of the R&R programmes. The Centre for Social Studies. Surat and Gujarat Institute of Development Research (GILR) are the monitoring agency for the Govt. of Gujarat.

Gujarat is to provide rehabilitation and civic amenities for the oustee families (also called PAFs) from MP & MH who are willing to migrate and to be resettled in Gujarat on the following scale: Land: Every Project Affected Family PAFs from whom more than 25% of their land holding is acquired, will get irrigable land to the extent of land acquired subject to a minimum of 2 ha. (5 acres) per family and subject to the maximum prescribed in the land ceiling law, every major son will be treated as a separate family.
· A residential plot of 60x90 free of cost.
· An assistance of Rs.45,000,- for construction of Core 1 louse.
· Resettlement Grant: Rs. 750/- per family.
· Grant in aid: Upto Rs. 500/- per family.
· For every 50 Families: A drinking water well with trough and a platform,
· For every 100 Families: A primary school with 3 rooms
· For every 500 Families: A panchayat ghar. a dispensary. a seed store, a children's park,
and a village pond.
APPENDIX 2
The Apex Court issued 10 directions in its order, namely-
1. Construction of the dam will continue as per the Award of the Tribunal.
2. As the Relief and Rehabilitation Sub-group has cleared the construction up to 90 meters, the same can be
undertaken immediately. Further raising of the height will be only pari passu with the implementation of
the relief and rehabilitation and on the clearance by the Relief and Rehabilitation Sub-group. The Relief
and Rehabilitation Sub-Group will give clearance of further construction after consulting the three
Grievances Redressal Authorities.
3. The Environment Sub-group under the Secretary, Ministry of Environment & Forests, Government of
India will consider and give, at each stage of the construction of the dam, environment clearance before
further construction beyond 90 meters can be undertaken.
4. The permission to raise the dam height beyond 90 meters will be given by the Narmada Control Authority,
from time to time, after it obtains the above-mentioned clearances from the Relief and Rehabilitation Sub​
group and the Environment Sub-group.
5 The reports of the Grievances Redressal Authorities, and of Madhya Pradesh in particular, shows that there is a considerable slackness in the work of identification of land, acquisition of suitable land and the consequent steps necessary to be taken to rehabilitate the project oustees. We direct the States of Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra and Gujarat to implement the Award and give relief and rehabilitation to the oustees in terms of the packages offered by them and these States shall comply with any direction in this regard which is given either by the NCA or the Review Committee or the Grievances Redressal Authorities. Even though there has been substantial compliance with the conditions imposed under the environment clearance the NCA and the Environment Sub-group will continue to monitor and ensure that all steps are taken not only to protect but also to restore and improve the environment
The NCA will within four weeks from today draw up an Action Plan in relation to further construction and the relief and rehabilitation work to be undertaken. Such an Action Plan will fix a time frame so as to ensure relief and rehabilitation pari passu with the increase in the height of the dam. Each State shall abide by the terms of the action plan so prepared by the NCA and in the event of any dispute or difficulty arising, representation may be made to the Review Committee. However, each State shall be bound to comply with the directions of the NCA with regard to the acquisition of land for the purpose of relief and rehabilitation to the extent and within the period specified by the N.C.A.
6.
The Review Committee shall meet whenever required to do so in the event of there being any un-resolved
dispute on an issue which is before the NCA. In any event the Review Committee shall meet at least once
in three months so as to oversee the progress of construction of the dam and implementation of the R&R
programmes.
9. If for any reason serious differences in implementation of the Award arise and the same cannot be
resolved in the Review Committee, the Committee may refer the same to the Prime Minister whose
decision, in respect thereof, shall be final and binding on all concerned.
10. The Grievances Redressal Authorities will be at liberty, in case the need arises, to issue appropriate
directions to the respective States for due implementation of the R&R programmes and in case of non-
implementation of its directions, the GRAs will be at liberty to approach the Review Committee for
appropriate orders.
Every endeavour shall be made to see that the project is completed as expeditiously as possible.
